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REGISTRATION F.A.Q.’S 

 
*Open registration for new students begins in February of each year. Application and 
Registration fees (non-refundable) include testing/screening/interview. 
 
*All new families will have a pre-admission interview. All incoming students are 
academically tested and will, upon satisfactory performance, be admitted as follows:   

a) Students with siblings already registered in St. John of God. 
b) Students from St. John of God Parish. 
c) Students transferring from Catholic schools. 
d) Students transferring from other schools. 
e) Students who are not registered in St. John of God Parish. 
f) Students who are not Catholics. 

Catholic families who are not registered or active may be accepted on the condition that they 
become active and registered (as stated above) during the first year. (*SJOG Handbook ’98) 
 
Copies of forms all new registering students must show to complete the registration process: 

• Birth certificate – must be a County copy 
• Baptism certificate 
• Immunization record – must be up to date 
• Report card – recent 
• First Communion certificate – if applicable 
• Church envelope number – if registered  

 
• Admission to Pre-K 

Must be 4 years old by September 1st and show that they are developmentally ready for a 
classroom setting as determined by interview/screening. (i.e., well-behaved, speech) 

• Admission to Kindergarten 
Must be 5 years old by September 1st and demonstrate that he/she is developmentally ready 
- determined by data compiled as a result of readiness/testing/screening. 

• Admission to Grade 1 
Must be 6 years old by September 1st and developmentally ready – determined by data 
compiled as a result of readiness/testing/screening.
