Our annual Halloween Carnival will be held on Monday, October 31. There will be game booths,
contests and other activities. Costumes may be worn to school. Appropriate costumes are
encouraged for students and adults. Any student who is dressed inappropriately will be sent to the
office where his/her parent will be called to bring the school uniform for the student to wear for the rest
of the day. Parents and students, your cooperation is always appreciated. We would like our
Halloween Carnival to remain fun and wholesome for everyone — young and old!

GREAT CALIFORNIA SHAKE OUT!

St. John of God School will once again take part in the Great California Shake Out. This drill is
organized to inspire Californians to get ready for big earthquakes, and to prevent disasters from
becoming catastrophes. The Shake Out drill will occur in houses, businesses, and public spaces
throughout southern California at 10:20 a.m. on October 20, 2011. Students, faculty and staff will
“Drop, Cover, and Hold On.” When the directive is given by the teacher/supervisor, everyone will
evacuate to designated safe areas on the school yard. Regular earthquake drill procedures will follow,
including the use of the earthquake bags. To learn more visit www.ShakeOut.org.
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The school office is open from 7:30 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. during the school year. For safety and insurance reasons we ask that
no student arrive at school before 7:45 a.m. The school will accept no liability for students on the school or parish grounds
before that time. Parent cooperation on this matter of supervision is mandatory. Supervision is provided in the small hall for
those already enrolled in morning day care from 7:00 a.m. until 7:45 a.m. And a fee is charged for this time. Parents not
wishing to be charged must make alternate arrangements for their children’s supervision before 7:45 a.m., or simply ensure
that they arrive at school not earlier than 7:45 a.m. in the morning. This same policy holds true after 3:05 p.m. in the
afternoon. Students who are waiting for rides, who have not departed campus, and do not have an after-school activity, will
report to afternoon day care at that time. A fee will be charged for the time they are supervised before they are signed out by
the parent.

SCRIP NEWS

As a reminder, an annual quota is required of each school family in the amount of $250.00. One-half of this quota, or
$125.00, is due on or before December 10" and the second half, also $125.00, is due on or before April 10"

Scrip guota can be fulfilled in one of three ways:

1) School families can purchase scrip on a regular basis over the entire school year, including summer months.
Depending on what scrip they purchase, a certain percentage of every dollar spent will be applied toward their
family quota. (For instance: If a family purchases $500.00 per month at a typical scrip discount of 5%, they will
earn $25.00 per month toward their family quota. That's $250.00 in ten months.)

2) School families who choose not to purchase scrip can fulfill their annual scrip quota by paying $125.00 at each of
the two quota due dates, December 10" and April 10th.

3) School families who choose not to purchase scrip can fulfill their annual scrip quota by paying $25 per month for ten
months, in addition to their tuition payment. This monthly payment will be deducted along with tuition through the
FACTS payment plan.

Important Note: NEW

4 Any quota not met by the due date will automatically be added to the family’s next monthly tuition payment through the
FACTS direct withdrawal of tuition and fees program.

Incentives:

4 St John of God School is proud to offer a “Tuition Incentive”, for every family who exceeds their annual quota! The
way it works is this: Whenever a family goes above their $250.00 quota, the additional profit will be split “50/50” with
the school. That means that you get 50% of the extra profit earned to be applied toward your Books/Supplies Fee,
Annual General Fees, or following year tuition..

How to Purchase Scrip:

4 Scrip order forms can be picked up in the office or can be found on the school’s website. You may fill out the form and
return it with your child no later than 9 AM Monday (or by 9 AM Tuesday after a holiday).

4 You may also purchase any on-hand scrip directly from our school office on Tuesdays, Wednesdays or Fridays during
school hours.

4 You may also purchase scrip after the Sunday morning masses.

Scrip Delivery/Pick-Up:

4 All scrip orders turned in by 9 AM Monday morning (or Tuesday after a holiday) will be sent home with your child on
Thursday of the same week (or Friday after a holiday). If you'd rather pick up your SCRIP in the office, please make
arrangements with the bookkeeper.

PREPARING FOR THE NEW TRANSLATION OF THE MASS

What will be happening with the prayers at Mass? On the First Sunday of Advent, November 27, 2011, Catholic
parishes in the United States will begin praying the texts of the Mass using a new English translation of the
Roman Missal. The Roman Missal is the large book that we are accustomed to seeing the priest use at our
Eucharistic liturgies. It contains the official prayers of the Mass. In the early part of this century, the late
Blessed Pope John Paul Il called for the original Latin Missal (the official prayer book for Mass for the entire
Catholic Church worldwide) to be re-translated into the various languages prayed throughout the world. He and
other Church leaders felt that our current English translation could be improved. He called for new translations
that would be much more faithful to the original Latin texts, so that all Catholics throughout the world become
more closely united by praying translations that were closer to the original. The words that we pray at Mass
express our beliefs; it is important that the translations capture and express these beliefs clearly. The
translation process has come to a culmination now, and on the First Sunday of Advent we will begin using this
new translation at Mass.

All teachers here at St. John of God School are being trained by our Liturgist, Mrs. Lisa Derleth, so that all
students will be taught the new translation of the Mass. Grade level materials have been purchased to assist us
with classroom instruction. And the parish priests will guide the students at First Friday Liturgies during the
season of Advent.

A copy of the new mass texts for the people is attached to this newsletter, so you can become familiar with the

new translation. Also, Mrs. Derleth will be teaching a class on the New Translation of the Roman Missal on
Wednesday, October 26, 2011 at 7:00 p.m. in the Large Hall. All are invited to attend.
